	2 Line LCD Display

	
	The 2 Line LCD Display shows you the status of features and displays the name of the calling party within your system.  It also displays instructions for using features.  You can adjust the angle and contrast of this two-line display.

	Microphone
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	The Microphone allows for a conversation without using the handset.  This is also known as Hands-free calling.

	Volume Bar
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	The Volume Bar is used to control the volume of the handset, the speaker, and the ringer.  Raise the volume by pressing the right side of the bar.  Lower it by pressing the left side.

	Main Extension
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	The Main Extension is the lower-right hand feature key.  By lifting the handset, or pressing this main extension (Directory Number, DN) key (for hands-free), you can place a call on your primary line.  You may have multiple extensions (DN's) on your phone, but the main extension is the bottom right key.

	RIs
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	Rls (short for Release) can be used to terminate an active call.  It is especially useful for disconnecting hands-free calls. 

	LCD Indicators
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	A steady [image: image6.png]


 (arrow) appearing in one of the LCD indicators means that the feature or line beside it is active.  A flashing [image: image7.png]


 (arrow) means the line is on hold or the feature is being programmed.

	Hold
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	Use the Hold button to place the active call on hold.  Return to the caller by pressing the extension (directory number, DN) key adjacent to the flashing LCD triangle.
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
