Bicycles
The Aurora Public School District supports the Aurora 
Police Department Guidelines on children riding bikes.  
Bike riding is permitted for students in grades 4 and 5.  
Bikes are to be locked in the racks provided.  Please 
note that the security of bicycles are not the responsi-
bility of the school.  Supervision of each child’s con-
duct on bicycles are the responsibility of the parent.  
No other student-driven wheeled vehicles (scooters, 
skateboards, etc.) are allowed at school.

Be Alert to Parking 
Regulations
Since it is important for us to be good neighbors to 
those who live in this neighborhood and for our stu-
dents to learn from the good example of their parents, 
please observe the following rules:
•	 DO NOT park in or block driveways.  The law 

states there is no parking within 5’ of either a 
public or private driveway.  

•	 DO NOT double park or otherwise block traffic.  
This is an obvious safety issue for everyone.

•	 DO park in our main parking lot if you need to 
come into the school or if you are picking up your 
child at the end of the day.

•	 DO NOT park in the bus loading zones clearly 
marked on Laredo Street when buses are arriv-
ing (7:45-8:05 a.m.) or during dismissal (2:40-
2:55 p.m.).

•	 DO NOT park in the staff parking lot.



General Guidelines for 
Keeping Children Home Due 
to Illness 
It is sometimes difficult to decide when to keep children 
home due to illness. We are sharing these guidelines to 
decrease the spread of illness and to assure every child 
is well enough to benefit from school. If your child has 
the following symptoms, your child should remain at 
home. If your child becomes ill at school, we will call you 
to discuss symptoms observed at school and potential 
need to take him/her home. 
•	 Temperature above 100 degrees (orally) or 
	 99 degrees (axillary) 
• 	 Strep throat, unless a child has been on antibiotics 		
	 for 24 hours 
• 	 Vomiting and/or diarrhea 
• 	 A respiratory infection that causes the child to cough 		
	 constantly, or have yellowish, green discharge from 		
	 the nose 
• 	 Rash or skin lesions not diagnosed or being treated 		
	 by a physician 
• 	 Contagious diseases, such as chicken pox 

If your child needs to have medication given at school, 
the prescription must be in the original, properly labeled 
container. The original labeled container shall be a 
container specifying the child’s name, name of drug, dos-
age, physician, and directions for administration. A note 
signed by the parent requesting administration of the 
drug must accompany the medication. 

Thank you for continuing to communicate with the school 
nurse and teachers regarding your child’s medication 
condition. It is helpful to know about current illnesses as 
well as any changes in medication, surgical procedures, 
or valuations done that can help us care for your child 
during school.

Directivas Generales para 
mantener su niño en casa 
Debido a la Enfermedad 
A veces es difícil decidir cuando mantener su niño en 
casa debido a la enfermedad. Queremos compartir es-
tas directivas para disminuir la extensión de la enferme-
dad y asegurar que cada niño está bastante bien para 
beneficiar de la escuela. Si su niño tiene los síntomas 
siguientes, su niño debe mantener en casa. Si su niño 
se enferma en la escuela, le llamaremos para discutir 
los síntomas observadas en la escuela y la necesidad 
potencial de llevarlo a casa. 
•	 Temperatura por encima de 100°F (oral) o 
	 99°F (asilar) 
•	 Estreptococo en la garganta, a menos que su niño 		
	 haya estado tomando antibióticos por 24 horas 
•	 Vómitos y / o diarrea 
•	 Una infección Respiratoria causando que su niño 		
	 tose constantemente, o causar su niño que tenga 		
	 secreciones amarillas / verdes de la nariz 
•	 Erupciones o lesiones en la piel no diagnosticados o		
	 no tratados por un medico 
•	 Enfermedades contagiosas, tal como la varicela 

Si su niño necesita medicación en la escuela, la prescrip-
ción debe estar en el envase original, correctamente eti-
quetado. El envase original debe especificar el nombre 
de niño, el nombre de la droga, la dosificación, el nom-
bre del medico y las direcciones para la administración. 
Una nota firmada por el padre, solicitando la adminis-
tración de la droga debe acompañar la medicación. 

Gracias por continuar a comunicarse con la enfermera y 
los profesores de la escuela con respecto a la condición 
y las medicaciones de su niño. Es provechoso saber so-
bre enfermedades actuales así como cualquier cambio 
en la medicación, los procedimientos quirúrgicos o las 
evaluaciones hechos que pueden ayudarnos a cuidar a 
su niño durante el día escolar.
